Public Announcements
Town Administrator Whritenour announced that there is information concerning coronavirus in both English and Portuguese on the website.

Department Head Updates
Selectman Barmakian announced that the next CWMP meeting is on March 24, 2020.

Public Hearing:  Pursuant to MGL Chapter 138, Section 12 the Board of Selectmen will hold a Public Hearing on Tuesday March 10, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. in the Library Meeting Room, 56R School Street, Oak Bluffs, MA regarding an application for Alteration of Premises from NomansMV, LLC dba Nomans located at 15 Island Inn Road, Oak Bluffs, MA.  This application is on file in the Selectmen’s office for review Monday through Friday, 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
