The Planning Board will continue a sub Committee and include Selectmen Barmakian and Packish in the membership.  By consensus the Selectmen agreed.

The Selectmen discussed the formation of a new Town Hall Building Committee.  Members of the last Committee will be contacted, new members will be solicited and an ad will be placed in the newspaper.  Chairman Balboni and Selectman Ruley will be members of the new Committee.

Selectman Packish said he felt free no longer being Chairman.  He also reported that eight “Wear a Mask” banners had been ordered.

Selectman Coogan commented on the success of closing Circuit and Kennebec Avenue, however, Kennebec is not quite as busy as it could be.

Public Comment

Ann Smith from the Waban-Alley Park area said she is not opposed to parking near the park but concerned for the neighborhood.

It was reported that the Sengekontacket Pond area that is reserved for shell fishing is being abused by people parking and putting up tents etc.  The chains from last summer are being ignored.
